Tulip Festival

The Tiger PAWS tent at the Tulip Festival is the biggest fundraiser for Tiger PAWS and takes the
full cooperation from each member. The tent is located in the lowa State Bank parking lot. Each
family works a shift of a few hours some time during the Festival (either parent can take this shift
or you can hire someone to work your shift). Some of the jobs available are cashier, serving,
dishwashing, cutting pies, serving drinks, and waitressing.

Apparel/Promotional Sales

The Apparel/Promotional Sales committee develops apparel to help promote OCCS in the
community as well as generate pride and support for our school and its students.
